How much did your vote count in the last presidential election?  If you live in Texas, not much.

The measure used here is the ratio of electoral votes at stake divided by the winning margin.

There are fifty-eight electoral districts in the Electoral College: fifty states, one District of Columbia, three Congressional districts in Nebraska, two in Maine.

Maine and Nebraska allocate two electoral votes to the state-wide popular vote winner, then one each to the popular vote winner in each Congressional district.
McCain won Nebraska but Obama earned an electoral vote by winning the popular vote in the 2nd Congressional District (Omaha). This marked the first time that either state has split its electoral vote since they went to an allocated system in 1992.

The EV column shows the number of electoral votes (EV) at stake.  EV/Margin is (1000) EV/Margin. This ratio measures the impact of the marginal popular vote on each electoral vote.  Missouri voters had the greatest impact (2.819).
The Index compares other states to Missouri. The Texas voter had 1.3% of the impact of a Missouri voter.  Can you believe that one Missouri voter equals seventy- seven Texans?
